Secretary’s Report

Safety Officer’s Report

Dave Neighbors, Safety Office, talked about tires on the motorcycles.  Scalloping is when you can feel ridges and bumps on the tires.  These can catch on things and rip off pieces of the tires or put a hole in the tire.  Dave had a new tire from Larry’s Honda and informed the group that tires are dated.  Tires are generally good for 5 years depending on how many miles you ride per year.  If you order tires from somewhere be sure to check the date on the tire when received. New Business
Mike Elliott (Gypsy) reported on Heroes Outreach Program.  Meetings are held in Jefferson City, Columbia, California, Eldon and Camdenton.  He extended an invitation to all to attend one of these meetings. 

Gypsy also reported the Spring Bike Blessing and Fundraiser to be held in Versailles on April 18th  at the Hunter Civic Center.  This is being sponsored by the Bikers for Christ.  No admission cost.  You can have your bike blessed at this event.  There will be a Silent Auction, 50/50 raffle and a raffle.  Authentic blues music will be presented by Joe Lewis Bank.  Lunch will be available for $5.00.  Proceeds will go to the “Lovelight Ministry”, a ministry for troubled women, incarcerated, or in transition back to the community.

Bill Kempker and Nancy Hanks, Freedom of the Road Riders, presented a short program on legislative contacts and the Safety Course program sponsored by the FORR.  There is legislation concerning the helmet law and also one for the grass clippings.  If you wish to join the FORR cost is $25 per year.  They hold monthly meetings on the 3rd Tuesday of each month.  Nancy had schedules for the safety course.  

Raul and Jody Delgado have received a thank you note from Morgan West for the packages.  This note was read by Director Dan.

An email was read from the Post Commander requesting $175 to help split the cost with the other Legion family members to send Jeremiah Rosenberg to Camp Wonderland.
MOTION: Bill Watkins moved the chapter share in the cost of sending Jeremiah Rosenberg to Camp Wonderland in the amount of $175.00.  Randy Owens seconded the motion and a unanimous vote carried the motion.
A letter from the 40&8 was read concerning their upcoming golf tournament on June 5.  They have sponsorships available in the amounts of $300, $200, $100, $50.

MOTION:  Jim Rosenberg made a motion to do a Silver Sponsorship in the amount of $100.  Bill Watkins seconded the motion and a unanimous vote carried the motion.
A letter from Boys State was read asking for donations to the 2020 Boys State.  It was noted that $500 would send one boy.  It was noted that $500 was donated last year.

MOTION:  Steve Spayde made a motion to sponsor one boy to Boys State in the amount of $500.  Carl Smith seconded the motion and a unanimous vote carried the motion.
Director Dan announced a Pub Crawl will be held on April 25 from 6-11 pm starting and ending at Big Whiskey.  The trolley is being donated for free (originally they get $1000 plus cost of fuel plus wages for driver), route will be up High Street and back by Paddy Malones and ending at Big Whiskey.  This is being held in memory of our founder and first Director, Bill Findley.  Proceeds will go to the Fallen Riders Scholarship Fund.

Director Dan announced that there will be summer bike nights at Turkey Creek Golf Course in May, June, July and August on the 3rd Wednesday of every month.  Turkey Creek is donating the area but they will have food and drinks for purchase from which they will get the proceeds.  Different nights will include a bike show, bike wash and bike rodeo.  There will be no charge to attend.
Director Dan talked about the Veteran Cemetery expansion project in Jefferson City.  The Parks Department has agreed to give them the land if money comes through. A petition against the expansion has been circulated with over 600 signatures.  There is a petition in favor of the expansion available to sign.  Director Dan will email links to sign this petition.   There has to be a petition with at least the same amount of signatures for the “in favor of the expansion” as there is for “against the expansion.”  Promote and participate!
