The Infidels spoke to the group about piggy backing some of our events.  Their bylaws say they have to have 2 events a year to help out veterans.  They have lost a few members and have not been able to make their obligations.  The money has to go to veterans on from the two money making projects. They also talked about working on a cemetery and they need manpower to help clean it up.  The cemetery is Nelson Cemetery outside Arrow Rock.  Director Steve said he would get with the Judge Advocate and see what our bylaws say on this subject.

Jim Rosenberg talked about taking buses filled with Vietnam Veterans to Perryville to visit the Vietnam Wall and visitor’s center.  The committee consists of:  Jim Rosenberg, Scott Farley, Bob Wendell, Jerry Koestner, State Rep. Jim Schulte, Dan Levasseur and the Commander of the Marine Corp League.  The estimated cost is $10,000 a trip.  The target date is October 18 or 25.  Target cost is $100 per person.  The buses will visit the Wall and the Visiting Center with lunch being served at the American Legion (cost free to the veterans).  Jim noted this is preliminary planning and they will be coming back to the American Legion, American Legion Auxiliary and American Legion Riders for donations.  There will be applications at the Post.  Volunteers will be needed to help check participants in, getting them on the bus and would like to have people there to welcome them home.
Eric Bremer reported he and his wife are going to Bathsheba, MD.  They will be visiting all of the memorials and will take items from people who would like to leave them at the memorials.

Bob Wendell reported that the budget has money planned for memorials.  Please let Bob or Charlie Lindquist know of any deaths in members family.

Chuck Lahmeyer reported he is leaving for Sturgis and is traveling by himself (900 miles on way.)  Say a little prayer for Chuck who is traveling alone.
