Committee Reports:

DeeDee Cryderman reported the Fallen Riders Scholarship had no applications this year.  Each year she and Don donate $200 to the fund.  She would like to see the ALR purchase a brick for the ALR.   The Crydermans donate $200 annually to the scholarship fund. Since there were no scholarships awarded this year DeeDee would like the Cryderman donation be used to purchase a brick in memory of Fall Riders.  DeeDee encouraged everyone to purchase a brick.  It does not have to be military, can be in memory of any one.
A motion was made and withdrawn by DeeDee to buy a $200 brick for the ALR.  Motion was withdrawn after discussion. 
MOTION: DeeDee Cryderman then moved that we pass the hat for an ALR $200 brick for the remembrance wall in the bar area and see what we can get; if not enough then the Riders will pay the extra.  Sherry Faughn seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously. 

(It was later reported that $243 was collected by passing the hat.  $200 will purchase a brick and the $43 will go to the Post renovation fund.)
Jodel Rosenberg reported on the Chapter 5 Poker Run.  She reported that the Mexico Veterans Home cannot take donations at this time.  If you wish to bring a donation it will be saved for a later time.  The veterans will be eating at the time we are arriving at the home so will be able to wave at us. Jodel reported that donations were coming in fast. Ride will start at Post 5 and end at Post 5.  Registration is at 9:00, first bike out at 10:00. This is open to the public; cost is $20 for the first hand and $10 for the second.  Chicken dinner will be available at the Post upon your return at the cost of $10.

Old Business  

Past Commander Jim Rosenberg noted what the ALR means to the Post.  Of the last seven commanders, six have been ALR members. Executive Committee is mostly Riders.  Jim thanked everyone for all you do and welcomed in new Commander Gary Kempker.

September 26 is scheduled for the 3rd Annual Dick’s Dam Ride.  It was noted that a Hoods & Helmets Poker Run will start and stop at the Elks on the same day.  Anyone going Dick’s Dam Ride, please share pictures with Historian Barb Turnage as she will be out of town and unable to make the ride.
Director Dan reminded everyone to send in recipes for the ALR Cook Book.  Please make your recipe military related. Recipes can be appetizers, main meals, desserts and drinks.  He has been collecting but wants to get it together in time to sell at Christmas meeting.
Director Dan presented a listing of the different wards and districts with name to call to support the Veterans Cemetery expansion in Jefferson City.

DeeDee Cryderman announced September 18th is the MIA/POW Recognition Day.  More information will follow on where and time.

Director Dan presented a Jack Daniels jug to Paula Harmon to thank you for her tenure as Sgt.-at-Arms. In her absence it was accepted by her husband Donny Harmon. The back of the jug reads, “Every day we will make it the best we can.”

Director Dan presented to Rick Derks, Gerald and Barbara Turnage Pony Express Messenger Pins in recognition of their participation in the Missouri Legacy Ride.

Director Dan then presented the plan for the Iron Butt Challenge being sponsored by the State ALR.  He had packets for those interested.  Cost is $100, $50 to the Iron Butt Association and $50 to the Missouri Legacy Fund.  If our Chapter has 10 participants the Chapter will received money donation to the Legacy Ride.  Ride is 1,014 miles in 24 hours.  Starts and ends in Columbia.  KSU at 4:30 am, ride all day until you get back home.  Route is a North/South route.  Every time you go to gas station you take a pic of receipt by your mileage indicator. It is open to the public but is a State ALR function, helmets are needed.  Leader will not drive over 73 miles per hour.
