Safety Officer Report

His safety message was on hypothermia (which occurs when your temperature drops to 95 degrees).  Remember that heat loss is from exposed skin.  Going 60 mph in 60 degrees is a wind chill of 50 degrees.  Safety Office Dave passed a sheet around showing wind chill factors.  He reported that he would like to teach a class titled “Blood Stop Program.”

Judge Advocate Richard Derks was absent.  Director Dan brought up the changes put together by the committee.  After much discussion it was decided to wait on these changes as there are some rewrites that need to be made.
